AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE UNIVERSITY OF
NEW MEXICO
AND THE UNIVERSIDAD NACIONAL AUTONOMA DE HONDURAS (UNAH)

The President of the University of New Mexico, John Perovich, and the

Rector of the Universidad Nacional Autdnoma de Honduras (UNAH), considering

that:

s

It is the responsibility of universities to contribute to.the expansion of
knowledge and to aid both in the progress of humanity and in achieving a
harmonious existence through cooperation among all natioms.

It is the duty of the universities to watch over their own systematic
development to comply with the goals that the universal society has en-
trusted them.

Cultural, scientific, and technical exchange between universities is a con-
veyance that allows reaching the aforementioned objectives.

Therefore, have agreed to sign the following agreement which will operate

according to the following clauses:

X

To establish an exchange program (between faculty, both at the undergraduate
and graduate level), that will strengthen the development of both univer-
sities in areas such as Agriculture, Chemistry, Mathematics, Administration,
and any other fields in which both institutions consider that they have a
common interest.

To initiate collaboration, as well as information exchange and logistical
support programs, aimed at the development of technical-scientific invest-
igation in areas such as, Education, Biology, Physics, Economics, Business
Administration, and any other area of mutual interest.

To establish a cooperation program for the development of continuing educ-
ation, non-resident programs, and other programs.

To continue with the training of technical-administrative personnel in
fields such as Information, Admission, Records and Data Processing, through
reciprocal personnel visits.

To establish a cooperation program that allows the usage of technical, voc-
ational, athletic, as well as faculty and non-faculty resources of the Univ-

ersity of New Mexico, to develop pertinent facilities at the Universidad



Nacional Autdnoma de Honduras, with reference to the utilization of human
and material resources, through the exchange of personnel and the granting
of scholarships.

6. The Office of Latin American Programs in Education has been designated as
responsible for the imﬁlementation and regulation of this agreement, and
also as a unifying link between the two Universities.

7. Both institutions commit themselves to search for the necessary financial
resources that will enable them to fulfill the different activities indic-

ated in this agreement.

For the implementation of this agreement, both parties agree to establish
regulations for the application of said agreement, through the signature of
specified sub-agreements for each one of the aforementioned clauses.

in the city of Albuquerque, New Mexico, U.S.A., on the 9th day of June, 1983.
